So as any human
would do, you frantically try to fix it. You struggle
to glue the pieces back together; and the first time
around what usually happens is that you try to make
it look exactly as it used to be. You glue back the
exact shards that broke off from each other and give
it the same old colour. But when you do this and put
it back onto its frame, the world looks cracked. Or
rather your view of the world is cracked.

This happens time and again. A new force comes
along and destroys this window. Sometimes it can
be new people or in some cases, the same person as
before. Sometimes it can be abstract concepts that
cause the damage. Maybe a belief that you had

With the emergence of
technologies, the nature of the library services and
the requirements of the subscribers have seen a sea
change. Inolden days, a library was a collection of
books and journals and the primary responsibility
was to make available books to the users. The major
change in the new century is the use of electronic
materials both books and journals. There has been
an increase in the usage of digital library over the
years. Keeping in view of these changes, to remain
current and to cater to the needs of the users, FISAT
library has added many facilities over the years.
This consistent effort to understand and cater to the
needs of the users has increased the utility of the
library manyfold. In line with campus motto of
“Focus on Excellence”, the goal of the library is to
focus on excellence in its services to meet the
teaching, research and other information needs of
the user.

FISAT library currently has 20000 titles, 82000
Volumes, 2600 CD/DVDs, 235journals and
periodicals and 10 newspapers. It has access to
online databases such as DELNET, EBSCO-
Business Source Elite, IEEE, ASME, ASCE,
Elsevier Science Direct, EBSCO E books etc.

The institution has a fully automated library with
modern software and an OPAC system. It provides
excellent learning resources, catering to the ever-
growing intellectual requirements of the students,
faculty, and researchers. It is also equipped with a
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repository of learning materials of NPTEL. The
association with DELNET enables access to
various journals from 7500 libraries in South Asia.
Besides the Main Library, there are Nine separate
department libraries. A digital library is a special
library with a focused collection of documents in
organized electronic form. FISAT has an Air-
conditioned Digital Library with 45 computers and
it can be accessed through the site library.fisat.edu.
OPAC, IEEE Xplore, EBSCO, ASCE, ASME,
Elsevier's Science Direct, NPTEL, FISAT
Institutional Repository DSpace are the major
collections available in the digital library.

Users can access National Digital Library (NDL), a
project sponsored by MHRD and provide
educational materials in various languages, in all
disciplines through FISAT digital library.
Government of India launched its own MOOC
(Massive Open Online Course) platform named
SWAYAM (Study Webs of Active Learning for
Young Aspiring Minds) and it is also available in
the Digital Library., SWAYAM provides an
integrated platform and portal for online courses,
using ICT.

In addition, the digital library, FISAT library users
can access the contents (desktop and Mobile
phone) remotely using knimbus Platform. This
facility was added during the year 2021.

It was around six in the
evening, | held until the surge was gone and asked
the owner if I could know his story.

Abdul Salim son of Alipu Salim sells fruits around
kottopadam a small place around Alanallur-
Mannarkkad road. He is known as Auto-Abu
around his place and has his fruit business running
just fine. He picks these fruits up from the nearby
market in Mannarkkad from a wholesale shop from
where the fruit and vegetable are supplied to
adjoining areas and a wide range of border zones.
Some days he is joined by his father. He lives close
by in Alanallur with his family and his dad. He has a
daughter who is 14 years old studying in 9th grade
in a government school. He usually sells the
seasonal fruits but the things I could discover were
watermelons, green grapes, apples, oranges,
mangoes, pomegranates, bananas etc. and also a
box full of a local fruit call chambakka known as
wax jambu, Java apple, Semarang rose-apple. He
also had sweet jack fruits sold as single pieces in a
glass container.

How did it start and for how
long has Abu the fruit vendor
been doing this?

He started with his father
Alipu's past where his father
used to sell fruits and vegetable

in a moving cart and Abu used to work as a
workshop repairer's apprentice, later Abu started
riding auto for many years by paying an amount
from the profit to the owner of the auto apart from
including the diesel and maintenance. According to
his recollection, around seven years back by saving
all his earnings he brought a carrier riksha planning
to go for delivery rides but as his father was turning
old and found it difficult to run the cart and that's
when he changed his plan and decided to make his
riksha into a complete fruit stall and has been
feeding his family by selling fruits from the past
seven years.

Did the pandemic do any change Abu's life?

"' Well, speaking as a year, 2020 it definitely has had
its impacts on almost many people but for me, it
was a good year". He said that he didn't have a great
time in the first few months and really struggled in
the first few days of the pandemic but he managed
to survive and he started a small scale banana
plantation in the small backyard behind his house
by borrowing some money. Even though he was
new to the field of farming he believed it was worth
facing the challenge and with the guidance of his
dad he made an honest effort to make the time
profitable as opposed to squandering around and at
the end of the year it came out to fruitful. Now, he
gets all the bananas he needs to sell from his back
yard and even sells a couple in the market to the
wholesale vendors.

Whatis Abu’s routine and his earnings?

Abu talking about his routine has a tight schedule
where he wakes up early at four in the morning
waters his banana trees and after finishing his
chores he goes to the market at five-thirty and his
justification going too early is that he gets the best
and he also says that he gets more time to arrange
the fruits in an attractive and beautiful order. He
does his business all day from six-thirty in the
morning till eight in the night and also mentions
that the peak time for his business are at late in the
mornings and evenings and when it came to his
earnings he said “I’m getting enough to feed my
family and carry out a decent livelihood”. He also
mentioned that he used to make a business of
thousand rupees per day however at present its
better particularly after his new profit from the
banana farm.

Abu’s story sets as an example for hard work and
the habit of never giving up will help one some or
the other day to succeed in life and what's featuring
about him is his kind behaviour and the grin he
generally keeps on his face.

In this pandemic stricken situation, FISAT again
came forward with yet another innovative cause — A”

Community Mobile Medical Clinic, a medical
clinic on wheels for the first time in Kerala solely
for Geriatric Care, to ensure that appropriate help
and support reaches the old aged people on time,
right to their homes. The mini-bus that once served
as Mobile Fab-Lab was turned into this Mobile
Clinic for this public awareness cause, which could
accommodate a doctor, a nurse, and a pharmacist
along with the patient being treated with all the
required facilities like ECG, BP, Sugar, CPR,
Portable X-Ray units, etc. This Mobile Clinic with
the support of respective Ward members identified
members who are of age 60 years or above and gave
them the required treatment on a daily basis. All the
activities were coordinated strictly in accordance
with the rules and regulations set by the Kerala
Government in a token-based manner to ensure
social distancing and health hygiene. Many of the
aged patients were grateful to see a doctor after over

2+ months. Apart from these, services like
telemedicine and videoconferencing were also
incorporated to ensure live treatment after
consulting with the best doctors in various fields
like Cardiology, Neurology, Nephrology, etc. On
top of all, this facility provided a direct platform for
the team of doctors from taluk hospital headed by
Dr. Naseema (Superintendent of Taluk Hospital) to
convey the message from Kerala Government on
what COVID-19 is and what are the steps to be
taken by us to stop a community spread, creating
public awareness. So far 700+ aged patients were
given adequate treatment for all their ailments
through this project. The widened eyes and smiles
of the treated patients were the assessing factor that
ensured that this project too, was a tremendous
success. They were greatly touched when we were
able to provide a medicine kit including their day-
to-day medicines for a month and they even
encouraged us with their support to do more of such
activities for the society.
